What is VIVA EUROPA 2010?

VIVA EUROPA 2010 is a European cultural event integrated within 2010 European Year for Combating Poverty
and Social Exclusion.

It consisted in the transmission, free for the general public, of a live performance of Georges Bizet’s opera Carmen,
for showing on big screens in public places. The performance was broadcast from Palau de les Arts Reina Sofía in
Valencia, Spain, to all the cities which joined the project.

The main objective of VIVA EUROPA is to promote the European sense of community, offering a shared European
experience around the European Year, by simultaneously giving a live transmission to be enjoyed by citizens in
Europe, through a relevant cultural form of expression deeply rooted in European tradition: opera.

This initiative was born in 2009, as a European cultural event associated with the 2009 European Year of Creativity
and Innovation, with the live transmission of Wagner’s opera Die Walküre from Palau de les Arts Reina Sofía in
Valencia. In the first edition of VIVA EUROPA over 15,000 citizens in nine European cities simultaneously shared this
major cultural event.

In 2010, European Year for Combating Poverty and Social Exclusion, 43 cities from 17 European countries
participated in VIVA EUROPA.

VIVA EUROPA 2010 was a great success, allowing to bring an important event closer to the European citizens. This
cultural activity, as well as educational, falls within certain standards set by the European Union.
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VIVA EUROPA 2010 Objectives

1.- CELEBRATION of 2010 European Year For Combating Poverty And Social Exclusion: The aim
of this performance of Carmen, simultaneously shared by all the European cities that joined the project,
was to promote the participation of the biggest possible number of citizens in a relevant artistic and
cultural manifestation with a rooted European sense, within the scope of the 2010 European Year for
Combating Poverty and Social Exclusion.

2.- VISIBILITY of Fighting Against Poverty and Social Exclusion: Fighting against poverty and
social exclusion has always been a European driving force. Focusing this celebration of the 2010
European Year in a summer evening, on 18th June, facilitated sharing a common European experience
of awareness in a historical moment of great social and economic difficulty. It was of great help for
recognizing and encouraging the actions of citizens and organisations aimed to promote the European
feeling and to give visibility to the fight against poverty and social exclusion.

3.- VISIBILITY of all the European Cities that participated, through video and audio references
created by each city, in the intervals during the performance. Visibility as well for the City of Valencia
and for the Region of Valencia, which took the initiative on this project.

4.- The 2010 European Year, and the event VIVA EUROPA 2010 JUNE 18TH within it, intends to
reach out to all citizens in the European Union and all people accountable for its public, social and
economic areas with its message of Fight against Poverty and Social Exclusion.

Exclusion. The European Year for Combating Poverty and Social Exclusion seeks to achieve the

following objectives:

Recognition of rights: Make visible and recognize the right of people experiencing poverty and social

exclusion to live with dignity, to play an active role in society and to participate in the policies developed.

Upholding shared responsibility and participation: To promote social support for the social inclusion

policies emphasizing collective and individual responsibility and encouraging the commitment and the

participation of all actors, public and private, in the fight against poverty and social exclusion.

Promoting social cohesion: To work for a more cohesive and united society in which nobody doubts of the

benefits that the eradication of poverty has for the whole society, in a framework of a guaranteed sustainable

development and equal opportunities.

Commitment and action: To renew the commitment of the European Union and its Member States to fight

against poverty and social exclusion, involving all political levels to achieve poverty eradication and

encouraging  the action of Member States and the European Union in this field.

Core Target Cities: Outcome

Main reasons for non participation:

Need of being informed earlier in order to include the cost of organizing the event locally in their cultural
budget.

Elevated cost of big screens & lack of budget available for marketing initiatives (communication, organization
of the event, …) due to the economic crisis.

Cities would have liked to receive funding from the European Union or other sources to enable them to afford
the costs.
